Conduct pre-construction conference.

Conduct construction progress meetings with the contractor's
representative and the City's representative.

Record and make timely distributions to all
major project participants a summary of the issues, resolutfions
and actions determined in these meetings.

Perform site visits as required to the park project to observe,
monitor, evaluate the work of the contractor, and to interpret
the contract documents and assist in solving problems. These
visits shall be sufficient to observe all major construction activity,
fo measure the quadlity of both labor and material against
criteria of the contract documents and to evaluate the overall
progress of the contractor and his work.
